Gwen is survived by four children, James M. McClelland (Jane) of
Indianapolis, Barbara McClelland of Houston, Beverly Strickland (Lee) of
Lakeland, and Rusty McClelland (Linda Powell) of Largo, five grandchildren,
eight great-grandchildren, two great-great grandchildren, her brother, John W.
Reid (Lois) of Lakeland, and numerous nieces and nephews. In addition to her
parents and husband, she was predeceased by two sisters, Hazel Trask
Keller and Macel Robbinson.
